SYLLABUS

SUPPLIES:
Lab fee, #2 pencils, 2 folders with pockets (1 for daily use, 1 for portfolio); one box of colored pencils is optional.  No markers or red pens please.  Disposable gloves during cat dissections late in the year.  

Grade-Line: GBHS has 24/7 access to student’s grades, performance, and attendance.
GRADING:

TESTS:
2-4 tests each nine weeks (multiple choice, matching, true/false, short answers, labeling, and discussion).  All tests will count double points.  If you are absent for a test, you must bring a signed note or email from your parent or guardian.  Additional test absences may require a doctor’s note. Absences due to school functions (code 2) will not need a note.
QUIZES:  1-2 quizzes each nine weeks. Lab quizzes will also be given based on work completed in lab (oral or written).
HOMEWORK:
There will be reading on a regular basis.  Any assigned written homework will be turned in on due date announced. Class notes should be reread every night.  Chapter packets will be assigned and should be completed independently and turned in on test day.

DRAWINGS/COLORING:  Microscopic drawings will be graded (procedures to be taught).  Class work/homework coloring of anatomy structures will be graded. No red pens may be used to complete any anatomy work to be turned in for a grade.  Lead pencils may NOT be used for coloring.  Points will be deducted for not following these rules.

LABORATORY:   Dissection will be a vital part of this course.  You will be graded on laboratory safety and technique.  Written work for these labs will be graded. Every student may not be required to actually dissect but each student will be expected to contribute their percentage of the workload in some other capacity.

CHAPTER PACKETS:
Packets will be assigned for each chapter.  Some test questions will come from these packets, so independent work is recommended. All packets should be completed using #2 pencils only; pens are not recommended.  Mistakes or changes must be erased completely, or the response will be graded as incorrect.  All packets are due the day of chapter test – no exceptions.  Late packets will not be accepted.  If you are absent the day of test, your packet is due the day you return to class (unless it is an excused extended illness or athletic event).  You will need to use your textbook to study diagrams.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:
The student should be able to:

1.
Demonstrate understanding of levels of biological organization from molecule

to organ systems.

2.
Demonstrate fluency in anatomical, physiological, and medical terminology.

3.
Demonstrate knowledge of human organs and systems and their functions.

4.
Relate many medical problems to organs and their interaction.

5.
Recognize anatomical structure in humans and in laboratory dissections.

6.
Recognize technological advances being made in this science field.

EXPECTED BEHAVIOR:

A cooperative-adult-civil behavior is mandatory.  Any type of behavior that distracts others or interferes with the learning process will NOT be tolerated.

Class Rules:

1. Bring ALL needed materials to class every day (including your book).
2. Cell phones usage during class is NOT allowed unless specific permission is given by me. Cells phones should be off/silenced and put in shoe bag each day.  A discipline referral sent after first offense. 

3. Be in your assigned seat ready to work when the bell rings.  Sit in correct seat for attendance.

4. Respect and be polite to all people.  Listen carefully when the teacher or another student is speaking.  Behave properly for substitutes.
5. Use proper procedures for lab equipment and experiments.

6. Remain in seat until bell.  Do NOT congregate at the door.

7. Be attentive in class; if you are ill or taking medication that makes you sleepy, please inform me.  A written note from your parent may be required.

8. Do not copy any work from another students.  

9. Do not submit any work using red pens or scratch outs.  These will be marked incorrect.

10. All books, book bags, purses, etc. will be placed near the walls during all quizzes and tests.  

11. Talking during a TEST in progress will be considered cheating and handbook rules will apply.

12. Obey all school rules (see student handbook).

CONSEQUENCES:

1. A FIRST warning will be given and recorded at the first offense.

2. Continued behavioral problems or serious problems will be referred to the Dean.

The following will result in AUTOMATIC action – No second warning needed; immediate phone call to parent and/or removal from class.

1. Playing in lab settings.

2. Unauthorized handling of equipment/specimens or removal of equipment or parts from class.
3. Any action, which threatens the safety of other students.

4. Throwing objects, disruptive behavior, or fighting.

5. Cheating will result in an immediate referral to the dean.
MAKE – UP WORK

All students will be required to make up any missed homework or class work within 3 days after returning to school following an excused absence.  Unexcused absences will result in the student receiving a “0” for work missed.  Previously assigned homework before an absence will be due the day the student returns.


Students are responsible for obtaining missed work from me immediately upon return to school.  Please schedule any makeup assignments with me the day you return to school following an absence.  Make up work will not occur during lunch cycles.


Students off campus work schedules should not interfere with make up time.  All code 2 absences must be made up in a timely manner.  You must get permission from me to go past 3 days for any “code 2” reason.

Make up tests will be scheduled for 8:00am on specified days only.  Occasional after school test make up days may be assigned.

Make sure to pick up a “morning pass” to be able to enter school before 9am for make up work/tests.
